This is a really exciting project.

We knew we needed to a bit different in the prevention space. So we really wanted to design a program that could reach men and work with men in a primary prevention program.

Some of those conversations are around power dynamics, they’re around decision-making, they’re around resolving conflict in a healthy way. 

But none of it is explicit about violence. Its all about exploring the drivers of violence in subtle ways.

[Bu Gay, Bilingual facilitator]. I facilitate the parent course. I have run three parenting courses with the Karen community. 

The participants found the course amazing. They loved the course. They believe their parents have really changed. They have started to do house chores, sharing the workload in the household, and they spend more time with their kids and they manage their anger much better.

[David Hale] We know CALD women here in Australia face particular challenges.[footnoteRef:1] Part of this is the trauma they may have experienced from their migration journey, or through the isolation they may experience in their new community, and a big part of the challenge is of course through language. We run workshops for five weeks. We provide dinner for everyone. We provide childcare for everyone. 

When we talk about men as role models for their families and for their children it creates a really strong incentive to demonstrate the types of behaviour they want to see in their children.

We’ve shared what we’ve done with a couple of organisations already, and its really amazing to see that this research and this approach is being used in other contexts with other communities with really positive outcomes as well.

We’re hoping that other organisations can learn from what we’ve been doing here in Bendigo and that they can take on this resource and start using it in partnership with their communities.
